This class will focus on the visual aspects of characterization.
Participants will make use of sign mime* and explore the use
of characters with mimed props, playing multiple characters
and character transitions. While the attributes of stock,
stereotypical characters will be explored, participants will also
look at some of the subtle nuances of characterization in
performance.

* Sign Mimeis a technique whereby the performer remains
stationery whilst using their bodies and hands to visually
represent objects, events or actions.

To play
as Bouffon is to celebrate contrast and paradox - they are
disgusting, yet beautiful. They hate you, yet they flatter
you. A joke told by a nightmare - are you ready? Be
prepared to connect directly with the audience,
parody societal maladies, play upon contrast of theme
and rhythm, and be 100 % present and captivating!
